This music is more 
arranged than some of the earlier 
free blowing albums from Brother­
hood of Breath, and the tunes 
written by McGregor are a fine set 
for this strong line up to get 
their lips around. Good tunes, well 
arranged and played and sympa­
thetically recorded. What more 
could you ask for?
